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From Highway 80 traveling East: Exit San Pablo Dam Road. Make a right off the freeway and
continue on San Pablo Dam Road for approximately 4 miles. Turn left to Castro Ranch Road and
continue approximately 1 %2 miles until you see a large turnout with a mailbox #1250 immediately past
the Carriage Hills Development. If you get to the “T” at Alhambra Valley Rd., you went too far.

From Highway 24 traveling West: Take the Orinda exit to the right toward Orinda. Merge onto
Camino Pablo and continue approximately 2 miles. Camino Pablo becomes San Pablo Dam Road.
Continue another 5 miles, take a right onto Castro Ranch Road. Follow Castro Ranch Road for
approximately 1 %2 miles until you see a large turnout with a mailbox #1250 immediately past the
Carriage Hills Development. If you get to the “T” at Alhambra Valley Rd., you went too far.

From Highway 24 traveling East: Take the Orinda exit, turn left off the freeway onto Camino Pablo
and continue approximately 2 miles. Camino Pablo becomes San Pablo Dam Road. Continue
another 5 miles, to a right onto Castro Ranch Road. Follow Castro Ranch Road for approximately
1% miles until you see a large turnout with a mailbox #1250 immediately past the Carriage Hills
Development. If you get to the “T” at Alhambra Valley Rd., you went too far.
