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• Diversion totals through February 17:

– 23,300 AF diverted of 35,250 AF 

allocated by US Bureau of 

Reclamation

– 2,310 AF diverted since restart

• Record dry January and February to date

• Runoff forecasts adjusted to account for lower soil moisture

• Freeport operations restarted February 8, 2022

• Contract Year 2022 CVP supply pending

• Imports will be re-suspended if hydrology improves
